RECIPE OF THE MONTHRECIPE OF THE MONTHRECIPE OF THE MONTH   
 

 

Classic Hungarian Goulash    Serves:  4 

Ingredients: 

1 - 1/2 pounds tender beef cut into bite-size cubes   2 tablespoons oil or lard 

2 medium onions, chopped      2 cloves garlic, crushed or chopped 

1 or 2 carrots, diced       1 parsnip, diced 

2 green peppers, sliced      1 or 2 celery leaves 

2 or 3 medium potatoes, sliced     1 teaspoon ground caraway seed 

1 tablespoon Hungarian paprika powder    1 bay leaf 

Salt & Pepper to taste      Water 

2 medium tomatoes peeled and chopped or 1 tablespoon tomato paste 
 

Optional – Csipetke (in English means pinched noodles) 

1 small egg        Flour 

Pinch of salt        1 teaspoon water 

Goulash is hearty enough without Csipetke, so this part is optional. 
 

1. Heat oil or lard in a pot and braise the chopped onions until golden brown. 

2. Sprinkle the onions with paprika powder while stirring them to prevent the paprika from burning. 

3. Add the beef cubes and sauté them until lightly brown.  The meat will probably let out its own juice, let 

the beef cubes simmer in it while adding the grated or crushed garlic, ground caraway seeds, salt, pepper 

and bay leaf.  Add enough water to cover the contents of the pan and let it simmer on low heat for a while. 

4. When the meat is half cooked (approximately 1 – 1/2 hours), add the diced carrots, parsnip, potatoes, 

celery leaf and more salt and pepper if desired.  You will probably need to add approximately 2 to 3 cups of 

water tool. 

5. When the vegetables and meat are almost done, add the tomato cubes or tomato paste and the sliced 

green pepper.   6. Cook on low heat for another few minutes.  If you want the soup to thicken, remove the 

lid.  

7. Bring the soup to a boil and add the csipetke dough, it needs about 5 minutes to cook. 
 

If adding Csipetke: 

1. Beat egg, add a pinch of salt and as much flour as needed to knead stiff dough (you can add some water 

if necessary. 

2. Flatten the dough between your palms and pinch off bean-sized pieces from it, adding them to the 

boiling soup.
