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RECIPE OF THE MONTH

I found this recipe on the website www.thelifejolie.com when I had
leftover cereal from the Grandkids visiting. It was very tasty.

Cinnamon Toast Crunch Bars
Ingredients

3 Tablespoons salted butter
1 10 ounce bag mini marshmallows
5 cups Cinnamon Toast Crunch cereal

Instructions
1. Spray a 13 x 9 pan with cooking spray and line it with parchment

paper, leaving some extra paper over the sides.
2. Melt butter over medium heat in pot. Once it's melted, reduce the

heat to low.
3. Add marshmallows to the pot. Spray a mixing spoon with cooking
spray and continuously stir until marshmallows are fully melted.
4. Remove the pot from the heat and add the cereal. Stir well to

combine.
5. Pour the mixture into the prepared 13 x 9 pan. With an additional
piece of parchment paper, gently press it down into an even layer in
the prepared pan (you may need to hold the bottom paper in place to

keep it from moving all around).
6. Cool completely and once set, pull the bar out of the pan in once
piece using the parchment paper and slice. Store in an air tight

container and enjoy!
